Councilman Baker made a motion to amend the agenda as follows:

Councilman Baker made a motion to approve minutes from the February 8, 2016
meeting.

Supervisor Lanzetta stated that the Board will wait for Councilman Corcoran to arrive to
vote on the approval of the February 22, 2016 minutes.

Councilman Baker made a motion to approve minutes from the February 22, 2016
meeting. Motion seconded by Councilman Corcoran.

Supervisor Lanzetta made a motion to authorize payment of the abstract in the amount
of $286,462.31. Motion seconded by Councilman Molinelli.

ITEM #6 Comments on the agenda

Mark Reynolds asked what the $50,000.00 in planning expenses entailed as stated in
Resolution #44.

Supervisor Lanzetta explained that there was $50,000.00 left over from a grant for the
Milton Landing to do capital improvements to the railroad crossing. This grant expires
this year. There is another matching grant from for $98,000.00 that expired. The Town
asked NYS Parks and Recreation to renew the $50,000.00 grant for planning for the whole
park including the property across from the Train Station. The plan can then be submitted
to CSX; the Town is in discussions with CSX so they are involved in fixing the railroad
crossing. Then they can go after the $98,000.00. Parks and Recreation assured the Town
that if there is anything left over from the $50,000.00 after planning is completed, the
remainder can be used for capital improvements.

Councilman Koenig added that the $50,000.00 was left over from the two grants from the
purchase of the park and the $98,000.00 was left over from the grant to demolish the old
Kedem building and the theatre.

Mark Reynolds asked what the Executive Session was for and if a decision will be made.
Supervisor Lanzetta stated that it is for the purpose of acquisition, sale, or lease of real
property or the proposal acquisition of securities. Sale or exchange of securities held by
such public body that publicity would substantially affect the value thereof. There will be
no decisions.

ITEM #7 Presentations

A). Stephen Lisauskas — from Waste Zero to talk about custom garbage bags for the
Town.
Councilman Baker stated that the Transfer Station Committee has been looking at ways to
cut costs at the Transfer Station because it has been running at a deficit. Councilman
Baker introduced Mr. Lisauskas.
Stephen Lisauskas of Waste Zero stated that they are the leading waste reduction company
in the United States. Mr. Lisauskas presented the idea of trash metering also called pay as
you throw program. He explained that the Town would have the bags manufactured, and
then residents would purchase bags from local stores who the Town Board chooses to sell
the bags. The Board sets the fee and the store would collect the revenue for the bags and
pays the Town on a monthly basis. Residents can’t always get to the Town Clerk’s Office
between 8am and 4pm so it would be beneficial for them to go to a store to purchase their
bags. The main benefit to the stores would be the foot traffic in their store and the majority
of stores do not have an up charge; it’s generally done as a community service. Each bag
manufactured and sold would be exactly the same size so there is no guessing as to what
size bag someone is using and it’s fair for everyone. This program encourages residents to
put more trash in one bag and recycle more therefore reducing trash. A 30 gallon, 1.5 mil
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bag would cost the Town approximately 30 cents per bag. A 15 gallon, 1.5 mil bag would
cost the Town approximately 18 cents per bag. The cost is approximate because it depends
on different factors such as the size of the order, the contract, the printing, and delivery.
Some of the Board members explained the way Ulster County charges the Town and that
they are looking into this option to standardize the size of the trash bag so it is fair and
more convenient for the residents and easier for the Transfer Station employees. It will
also help to encourage residents to recycle and hopefully save the Town money. There was
also a discussion regarding whether or not to continue using the punch card system for
other items such as couches and if the bags will also be available at the Town Clerk’s
Office. The Transfer Station Committee hopes to get a recommendation to the Board after
their next meeting.

ITEM #8 Report of departments

Chief Cocozza gave an additional report to the Board as requested by Councilman
Corcoran at the last meeting. Chief explained the report which included a breakdown of
what the detail was, the dates and hours each officer worked the detail and at what rate of
pay. The report also included the total amount paid to each officer, the total for each
detail year to date, the amount budgeted for the year and the percentage of the amount that
was used year to date.

Councilman Koenig suggested including a more basic report to include with Chief’s
monthly report.

Councilman Molinelli and Chief Cocozza had a brief discussion regarding shift coverage.
Supervisor Lanzetta asked the Chief to speak about a recent meeting.

Chief Cocozza stated that he, Councilman Baker, Supervisor Lanzetta, the town labor
attorney, and the union lawyer met to discuss how open shifts were being covered. There
was a disagreement in how shifts are covered regarding overtime. Therefore, they had a
meeting to work it out. The union thinks that any shift that is vacated is overtime. The union
wants all the shifts covered off the rotation list regardless if it is overtime.

Some of the Board members and the Chief discussed issues with speeders and 4 wheelers.
Chief Cocozza congratulated the officers who saved 2 lives due to a heroin overdose in the
last three weeks.

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ITEM #9 Report of Committees

A) RECREATION

Kate Beare reported that Concerts in the Park will be on Friday evenings; July 1¢t, 8t 15t
22" and 29, Ms. Beare stated she is handling the concerts by herself and does need help
but the Recreation Committee had appointed someone to be her assistant without her
consent. She asked the Board to consider making the Recreation Committee and Concerts
in the Park two separate entities.

B) EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT PREPAREDNESS COMMITTEE

Councilman Koenig reported that they are waiting for a map and also would like to add a
link for a database for persons with special needs to the website.

C) CAC

Supervisor Lanzetta said the CAC is going to a workshop regarding solar to familiarize the
Town with the regulations and the process. They will report back to the Board. He has
been in contact with a solar company in Poughkeepsie who is helping to determine how to
go about putting solar at the Transfer Station. There was a brief discussion about solar for
the school and the Town.

D) IT COMMITTEE

Councilman Corcoran said he is waiting to see if the area by the Train Station is serviced
by Time Warner or Cablevision. He added that Chief Cocozza is working on getting
prices for cameras for the Transfer Station and the fuel station.

E) MILTON TRAIN STATION FOUNDATION

Daniel Pinnavaia, President of the Milton Train Station Foundation reported that the
$150,000.00 from Senator Larkin will go towards the abatement of the exterior lead paint.
They will soon work on the grounds and do some spring clean up. There was a brief
discussion regarding who will do the engineering for the project.

F) MILTON LANDING CITIZENS COMMITTEE

Councilman Koenig reported that they are going to use the Shoreline Restoration Permit
and begin working on the shoreline and also begin their annual cleanup. He walked the
property with a gentleman who is willing to make part of the trail as an Eagle Scout
Project.

G) RIVITALIZATION/ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

Councilman Baker reported that they are working through some questions with a
Department of State representative regarding the $135,000.00 Local Waterfront
Revitalization Program Grant. There are three different sub-committees of the EDC. The
trail committee met with Scenic Hudson; they walked the area they would like the trail and
discussed how to purchase the land by the river that the Town is interested in. They will
meet with the Ulster County Planning Department and begin the Route 9W study next
week.

H) MEET ME IN MARLBOROUGH

Kate Beare stated that there was a meeting on March 9, 2016. They discussed having a
flea market. In May, they are thinking of having a Blossom/Meet the Farmer Festival.
They also discussed ways to get people to stay at the park after the Memorial Day Parade
this year.

I) HAMLET OF MILTON ASSOCIATION COMMITTEE

Councilman Koenig reported that the committee will hold their Spring Fling at the The
Barn at Buttermilk Falls on April 22, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. The committee will also begin
spring cleanup in the Hamlet on April 24, 2016 at 9:00 a.m. Planting and hanging of the
flower baskets will be on May 22, 2016.

J) WATER COMMITTEE

Supervisor Lanzetta said the dialogue with the Town of Newburgh is going well.
